New Treatment for osteoarthritis

There is a new drug for the treatment of osteoarthritis called
Librela(bedinvetmap). It is a monthly sq injection. Positive results can be seen in
as little as 7 days.

So far, little side effects have been observed but DO NOT use in a dog with any
type of neurologic disease . It is distributed by Zoetis.

If any of your dogs are suffering from OA this new injection might be worth
checking into on the internet.




What Says My Soul Dog? by Jill Meryl Levy

I'd never given much thought to the concept of soul dogs before Laddie
passed away. But now as I celebrate what would have been Laddie’s ninth
birthday, I'm even more acutely aware of what a blessing he was to me ...
and will continue to be as my spirit guide.

It is said that pets enter our lives with two goals: (1) to learn something
and (2) to teach something. I have yet to discover what Laddie learned
from me. But what Laddie taught me ... and is still teaching me ... is
animal communication.

It began when I learned that I could do muscle testing through a surrogate to get answers to
Yes/No questions from an animal. That led me to write a book called Muscle Testing for
You, Your Family, and Your Pet, which is available through my website or Amazon.com.

Of course, there is only so much information that can be gleaned through Yes/No
questions, so for anything more comprehensive, I turned to an experienced animal
communicator, Kate Caruso-Sharpe, whom Laddie and I both love.

Recently, however, I began taking courses and reading books on animal
communication. When one is new to animal communication, it’s easy to
question whether a contact is real or imagined. We often find ourselves
looking for “evidence” one way or another. So one of the things I've been
working on is communicating with Harper by telepathy, asking her to do
things that I can observe, such as “Go get your ball” or “Come into bed.” It
doesn’t work every time, because she still has free will. But it works often
enough for me to know that it’s real.

I obviously can’t do the same for Laddie in the spirit world, because I can’t observe him
performing a task in response to my requests. Perhaps in a future article, once I have more
experience, I will share how I know when a conversation with Laddie is real versus
imaginary. Meanwhile, what I can say with certainty, is that Laddie is thrilled that we’ll
soon be able to communicate directly instead of through an intermediary. His joy was so
strong that I could feel it in my body, both physically and energetically.
